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Every year, elected representatives from Vir-
ginia’s 47 conservation districts create a list of 
priorities to submit to the Virginia General As-
sembly.  The General Assembly recognizes 
each district as a political subdivision of state 
government and maintains a statutory commit-
ment to fund the district mission.  The legislative 
priorities for 2011 can be found on the Virginia 
Association of Conservation Districts website 
(www.vaswcd.org).  Directors from several dis-
tricts, including the Piedmont District,  will travel 
to Richmond on January 17 to discuss these pri-
orities with our state legislators. 

     V.C. Marshall, father of Texas conservation 
districts, summed up the participatory nature of 
effective conservation when he said, “The fact 
that landowners themselves have the responsi-
bility for petitioning for and voting in a district, 
formulating its program and work plan, adminis-
tering its business and entering into cooperative 
agreements with their fellow landowners and op-
erators, makes soil conservation districts democ-
racy in action”. 

     People committed to making land more sta-
ble and productive can benefit by  pooling their 
efforts and information. Besides, understand-
ing the problems and opportunities related to 
land resource management can be a full-time 
job.  Participating in a soil and water conserva-
tion district is one way that citizens, landown-
ers and resource managers can stay informed 
and make sure that conservation occurs.   

     The Piedmont SWCD is interested in hear-
ing your thoughts and concerns about the con-
servation of natural resources in your area.  
Plan to attend one of the Piedmont SWCD
